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Thank you for your purchase of this WHYNTER product. Please read this Instruction Manual carefully before 

using product to ensure proper use. Keep this manual in a safe place for future reference. 
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• This appliance is CFC- and HFC-free and contains small quantities of Isobutane (R600a) which is environ-
mentally friendly, but flammable. It does not damage the ozone layer, nor does it increase the greenhouse 
effect. Care must be taken during transportation and setting up of the appliance that no parts of the cooling 
system are damaged. Leaking coolant can ignite and may damage the eyes. 

In the event of leakage: 

- Avoid open flames and anything which creates a spark

- Disconnect from the mains

- Air the room in which the appliance is located for several minutes and contact the Service Department
for advice

AwARNING 
Improper use of the grounded plug can result in the risk of electrical shock. If the power cord is 

damaged, have it replaced by a qualified electrician or an authorized service center. 

This appliance requires a standard 115/120 Volt AC ~/60Hz electrical ground outlet with three-prong. 
Have the wall outlet and circuit checked by a qualified electrician to make sure the outlet is properly 
grounded. The cord should be secured behind the appliance and not left exposed or dangling to prevent 
accidental injury. 

The appliance should always be plugged into its own individual electrical outlet which has a voltage rating 
that matches the rating label on the appliance. This provides the best performance and also prevent 
overloading house wiring circuits that could cause a fire hazard from overheated. Never unplug the 
appliance by pulling the power cord. Always grip the plug firmly and pull straight out from the receptacle. 
Repair or replace immediately all power cords that have become frayed or otherwise damaged. Do not 
use a cord that shows cracks or abrasion damage along its length or at either end. When moving the 
appliance, be careful not to damage the power cord. 

► EXTENSION CORD

Because of potential safety hazards, it is strongly recommended that you do not use an extension cord 
with this appliance. However, if you must use an extension cord it is absolutely necessary that it be a 
UL/CUL-Listed, 3-wire grounding type appliance extension cord having a grounding type plug and outlet 
and that the electrical rating of the cord be 115 volts and at least 10 amperes. 
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OPERATING YOUR APPLIANCE 

It is recommended you install the appliance in a place where the ambient temperature is between 72°-

780F / 23°-26°C. If the ambient temperature is above or below recommended temperatures, the 

performance may be affected. For example, placing your appliance in extreme cold or hot conditions may 

cause interior temperatures to fluctuate.

To change the displayed temperature from Fahrenheit or Celsius or Celsius to Fahrenheit, press the ·i)· 
button for 5 seconds.

To raise the set temperature by 1 °C/ °F.

SETTING A TEMPERATURE 
• You can set the internal temperature as desired by touching the UP or DOWN buttons. When touch the 

two buttons for the first time, the LED readout will show the original temperature set previously (the 

factory preset temperature is 54°F/12°C).

• The set temperature will increase by 1 °F/°C when the UP button is pressed once. The set temperature 

will decrease by 1 °F/°C when the DOWN button is pressed once.

• After the temperature has been set, the display will flash four times then will show the set temperature.

• To view the "set" temperature at any time, touch the UP or DOWN button, the "set" temperature will 

temporarily "flash" in the LED display for 5 seconds.

• The internal temperature will appear in blue color in the temperature display window.

If in 2 minutes without touching any key, the controls will be locked automatically. To release the lock, 
touch the .&. and '<;/ buttons at the same time for at least 5 seconds.

the two buttons for the first time, the LED readout will show the original temperature set previously (the 
factory preset temperature is 54°F/12°C).

• The set temperature will increase by 1 °F/°C when the UP button is pressed once. The set 
temperature will decrease by 1 °F/°C when the DOWN button is pressed once.

• After the temperature has been set, the display will flash four times then will show the set temperature.
• When storing mostly red wines, the temperature is recommended to be set at 58° - 72°F/ 15° - 22°C 

and the LED light for RED will be lit red.
• When storing mostly white wines, the temperature is recommended to be set at 48° - 57°F/ 9° - 14°C 

and the LED light for WHITE will be lit green.
• When storing mostly sparkling wines, the temperature is recommended to be set at 40° - 47°F/ 5° - 

8°C and the LED light for SPARKLING will be lit amber.
• The internal temperature will appear in blue color in the temperature display window.

NOTE: 
• If the appliance is unplugged, encounter power lost, or turned off, you must wait 3 to 5 minutes

before restarting the appliance. If attempted to restart before this time delay, the appliance will not
start.

• When the appliance is used for the first time or restarted after having been shut off for a long time,
there could be a few degrees variance between the temperature you select and the one indicated
on the display. This is normal and it is due to the length of the inactivation time.
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ONE YEAR LIMITED WARRANTY 
This WHYNTER product is warranted to the original owner, purchased from an authorized Whynter dealer within 
the 48 U.S. continental states, for one year from the original purchase date against defects in material and 
workmanship under normal residential usage. Should your WHYNTER product prove defective within one year 
from the date of purchase, contact Whynter’s Customer Support Team with the serial number and proof of 
purchase to make a warranty claim. A Return Authorization Number must be issued before returning any parts or 
products. Parts or products received without a Whynter issued Return Authorization Number will be refused. 
Under this warranty, Whynter will repair or replace any parts found defective with new or remanufactured parts 
or exchange the defective product with a new, refurbished, or remanufactured product at our discretion. All 
defective products and parts covered by this warranty will be repaired or replaced on a mail-in basis to Whynter’s 
Service Center. This warranty is not transferable. After the expiration of the warranty, the cost of labor and parts 
will be the responsibility of the original owner.
Return freight is prepaid by Whynter within two months of purchase. After two months to one year, the customer 
will be responsible for the return freight cost to Whynter’s Service Center. Please package the product carefully 
in its original packaging to avoid damage in transit. Whynter is not responsible for damage resulting from shipper 
mishandling or improper packaging. Please retain the original box and packaging materials.
